
SCHEDULE OF COVENANTS

A.
Covenants for the benefit of all other Lots in the Subdivision (Building Covenants)
1.
Not to permit or suffer the use of the property for any purposes other than predominantly rural/residential lifestyle nor to use the land for commercial farming including horticulture, agriculture, animal boarding facilities, market gardening, or the keeping of poultry, ducks, geese, pigs, or goats for commercial purposes.
2.
Not to use the property or permit the property to be used for any trading or commercial purposes or for any purpose which may cause a nuisance or disturbance in the surrounding environment.

3.
Not to permit or suffer any rubbish to accumulate or to be placed upon the property, and at all times to maintain the property in a tidy condition.

4.
Not to construct any more than one primary dwelling and one minor dwelling on the property, and to construct the minor dwelling either contemporaneously with the primary dwelling or after construction of the primary dwelling. 
5.
Not to construct the primary dwelling on the property with habitable living areas of less than 240 square metres (excluding garage, carports and decking).
6.
Not to use in the construction of any dwelling or other structure:


(a)
harditex;


(b)
flat plywood sheeting;


(c)
flat metal sheeting;


(d)
any exterior colour scheme using vibrant or bright colours which are not in keeping with the surrounding rural environment;

(e)
any material for driveways and paths other than concrete, bricks, pavers or hotmix.

7.
To construct roofing for any building only of tile, shingle or prepainted iron system with a 
maximum 
pitch of 55º above the horizontal.
8.
To complete the exterior construction of any dwelling, or accessory building within 12 months of the date of commencement of the building (including driveways) and not allow the basement or sub-floor space in the dwelling to remain uncladded.

9.
Not to locate on the property a dwelling which is secondhand, or use any secondhand materials in the construction of any dwelling on the property.
10.
Not to subdivide, or permit any subdivision of the property under Section 218 Resource Management Act 1994 or any statutory amendment or re-enactment thereof including subdivisions by way of cross-leases and subdivisions under the Unit Titles Act 1972.

11.
Not to allow any temporary building or structure to be erected on the property to be used as a dwellinghouse or temporary accommodation during construction of permanent buildings or otherwise and not to construct any ancillary or outbuildings on the property without first having completed the dwelling.

12
Not to erect a fence constructed of materials other than stockproof brick, stone or plastered concrete block or post and rail or minimum five-wire post and battens and no fence shall exceed 1.83 metres in height above natural ground level.   Any post and rail fences and wooden gates must be natural wood and must remain unpainted and unstained.

13
Not to allow any advertisement, sign or hoarding of a commercial nature to be erected on any part of the property.

14.
Not to use or construct water storage tanks unless they are underground or partially exposed above ground to a maximum of 1 metre above the natural ground level of the location of any storage tank and to ensure that any such tanks are and remain fully screen planted.
15.
To ensure that any earthworks or visible cuts on the property are revegetated with either native plants or grass within the first planting season after construction of the dwelling is commenced.

B. Covenants for the benefit of Lots 1 to 5  (Access Lot Covenants)
1.
Use the access lot only as an access lot.

2.
Not place any building or structure on the access lot.

3.
Not park or leave any vehicle or other thing on any part of the access lot so as to obstruct its use by any other person entitled to use the access lot, and not permit or suffer any servant, agent or visitor of the covenantor to do so.

4.
Bear the cost of maintaining the access lot in good order, repair and condition in equal shares in common with the registered proprietors who own an undivided share of the access lot provided that where the need to maintain or repair the access lot arise from any willful or negligent act of a registered proprietor or authorised person of a registered proprietor then that registered proprietor shall bear the whole cost of such maintenance or repair.

C. Covenants for the benefit of Lot 5 (Subdivision Covenants)
1.
Not to directly or indirectly object to or oppose any subdivision of Lot 5 of any kind in terms of S.218 of the Resource Management Act 1994 or any statutory amendment, modification or re-enactment thereof provided that the proposed subdivision is in keeping with the existing subdivision of Lots 1 to 4 and maintains the rural lifestyle environment. 
2.
To sign upon request any consent to subdivision which complies with covenant C1 of Lot 5 which may be required by the registered proprietor of Lot 5 and to maintain that consent up to and including the time that the application for consent is granted.

D. Covenants for the benefit of Lot 7

1. Not to directly or indirectly object to or oppose: 

(a) any application for any consent required for the flying of helicopters to and from Lot 7 provided that the consent is not materially different from that existing previously and is not for commercial purposes; and

(b) the flying of helicopters to and from Lot 7 and the noise or any nuisance caused by those operations so long as it is in accordance with the then current consent. 

2. To sign any consent that may be requested by the registered proprietor of Lot 7 to enable helicopters to fly to and from Lot 7 so long as the activity is in accordance with the then current or proposed consent, and for the establishment and maintenance of a helicopter landing area on Lot 7. 
3. Not to commence the erection of a dwelling on the property without first submitting the full concept for the dwelling and any ancillary buildings together with full landscaping plans to the registered proprietor of Lot 7 for approval which approval shall not be unreasonably or arbitrarily withheld so long as the proposed dwelling complies with the covenants set out in clauses A 1 to 15 (inclusive).

4. Not to object to or oppose any subdivision of Lot 7 of any kind in terms of S.218 of the Resource Management Act 1994 or any statutory amendment, modification or re-enactment thereof. 

5.
To sign upon request any consent to subdivision of Lot 7 which may be required by the registered proprietor of those lots and to maintain that consent up to and including the time that the application for consent is granted.

General Provisions

1. If the covenanting owner fails to comply with any covenant the covenanting owner must pay to the registered proprietor of Lot 7 upon demand a sum equivalent to $100.00 per day for each day the covenanting owner is in default commencing from the date of default until the default has been remedied.

2. In addition to the penalties set out in clause 1 if the covenanting owner fails to promptly sign any consent requested under Covenants C2 or D2 the covenanting owner shall be liable for all direct and consequential loss and damage suffered by the registered proprietor of the benefiting Lot or Lots as a result of the default of the covenanting owner.
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
